Mo one wants fo be nedely jerked back fo reality
because the command structure is so clunky thal you have lo concentrate more an your cursor than
on playing the game. Nothing should defract from the game experience.

Firally, we fook our time. [n boey's world, fhere is a great pressure to rush a game fo market.
Dungeon Master fans deserved every ounce of ime and creative energy we had. And that is what
wee pave them. W look all the time we needed to produce a product that was well thought out, cre-
alively rich and exhaustively play lested.

Classes

Each adventurer starts with a cerfain amaount of skill in at least one of the four clagses.

Yighter
Fighters are your basic hack-and-slash infantry of the realm. While af the start of things fighting is
a prelly fundamental activity, as fighters progress, they acquire mare attack forms. For example, an
ax has swing and chop as basic atfack functions. But, awund Crafisman level, a fighter gels a thinl
option: melee.

Melee is the nasty business of stepping in and deing all those batish, fighting fricks to the
opponent. Aad, as a result, it can do heinous damage. Melee is ower than swing and chop, but
does such a grest deal of damage thal it is well workh the exira fime.

inja

Minjas are stealthy fighters. They are the masters who fire missiles and throw things at people.
Plinjas are dlso able to fight wilh open-hand attacks. Wwhile at first open-hand atlacks donl

do foo much, at later slages of development an open-hand fighter can be a formidable epponent.

Che major advantage of this attack form is speed. The open-hand fishter hits more quickly
than any weapon,

Priest

Priests are spell-casters who specialize in the wimpy type spells. You know, nhealing, shield, and the
like. Henvever, the more powerful priest spells have a minimum skill requirement and cannot be
cast successfully at lower fevels even wilh a great deal of mana, The key fo solving this problem is
b gel plenty of practice with weaker spells before moving to the more powerful incantations.

Wizard

Wizards are the finest and highest class 1o ever walk the planct. As a matter of a fact, there is a
distingt possibility that our class was created by the higher power of the universe just so it could
show up the rest of the dasses, ([But there are those who say | might be biased.) Wizands operate
under the same general rules and <kill resfraints as Priests. However, our spells such as combat
and door-apening tend to be more direcily vseful to a party. Wizands and Priests both mus! be pro-
tected early in their development to ensure they can grow into their full potential, But more about
that laler.

Level Titles
There is a range of titles that reflect the level of ability in the particular clazs, They progress as follows:

As the character progresses in a class, the abilities associated with that class increase. Fighters
receive more fighting options, Minjas gain speed, and Magick users become more adepf at csling
powweriul spells.

Seeing an adventurer’s statistics while the adventurer is in the stasis chamber can give you a rough idea
ol how quickly those numbers will rise. Heroes with low numbers in some sfatistics will tend to stay
lower in those areas throughout the game, as compared to those with higher datistics, which rflect
mere natural talent in a given area, Those with high numbers will rise in a skill more quickly and easily.

But do not forget that skills are flexible, The more a particular ability is used, the more it will
increase, even if an adventurer starts with a low score, Thus, everyone in a party will have the
chance to improve thelir abililies al least somewhat in each area.

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The minor tome of wisdom from the wizard Interplay already explains the various statistics and
whit they effeet in detail. However, it might be aood fo restate that speed and dexterily are the

important stalistics for Fighters and Minjas, Wisdom and Mana are the most critical statistics for
Priests and VWizards.

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Achieving Balance: The Perfect Party
When choosing your party members, take note of their initial stats, which tell you not enly
whether they are best suited for steel or sorcery, but how quickly those skills can be advanced.
Obvious fighter-types are capable of leaming and using mana skills, but the process takes much
longer than it will for those with high wisdom and mana already:. Likewise, spell-casters gain ade-
quate fighting ability with time if you put them in front to melee, but getting them proficient with
heavy weapons iakes much longer, and increases the risk of untimely death.

The best strategy is to choose adventurers already advanced in or with slats that favor one of
the four classes, then spend time developing other skills to a passable level so that you don't get
caught with inadequate fighting or spell-casting abilities if one lor more) of your members dies.
Developing skills also raises primary stals [Hit Points, Stamina, Mana) and applicable attribudes
MWisdom for spells, Strength for fighting, efc.) much faster than just concenirating on improving
the hero's main class.

The reason is simple: The more progress you make, the harder if is to improve. However,
when you are at the bottom of a class, progress can be quite rapid. And each time you progress,
you raise your statistics. FHence, working at something you are already well-versed in will provide
fains only over time. But concentrating at first on bringing up a hero's deficient classes, just by a
couple of levels, will improve stats much more rapidhy:

Ideally, all four adventurers in your party will be capable of ary given melee or sorcerer’s task
to at least a minor degree, while still having one highly specialized advanced ability.

S0, there isn't one “best party.” If you really wished to, you could complete your fate with just
you and Graen Ozbor alone, although it would be a Herculean task, Bul some fighters and mages
fend fo work together better than others in the inifial stages of the game, before everyone has had
the time to develop their full skills. Graen Ozbor; Equus, Bane, Blade Cleaver, and you make a
particularly good match.

However, don't feel restricted. If you are partial to another hero, feel free o select them. But try
to abways balance magic and might in your selections.
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Dressing Sor Success: An Introduction to Armot and Weapons
Unless you select champions who already have good equipment, good armor and weapons are
hard to come by until at least the thind quest. They can’t be found bying around, and the shap
prices are probibitively high.

The little money allotted to the party is best spent right away on armog though it will nef get
you much. The most important iter the party can afford is the Tech Helm available in the local
shop. While there is only one of these llems, it is worth its weight. When worn, the Tech Helm
will raise the wisdom of the wearer 20 points, making even a dumb fighter capable of leaming
spells much faster and greatly enhancing a specialized spell-caster's abilities.

The most important thing to know about armor at the start of your journey is that it needs fo
be womn by theose in front. The two front party members are going lo be the ones receiving the
most damage. Hence, they abways need to be armored as much as possible, even when af the
expense of the bwo rear members,

Weapons aren't nearly as important as armor since all al your heross come conveniently
equipped with hands and feet (I should have had it so easy]. In fact, learning to fight unarmed
will quickly raise the Minja skill, which is more important in the starfing stages of your journey
than fighter ability, since it advances Dexterity and will improve your dodging and accuracy.

“ou will find that killing your foes with hards and feel takes more time and efford, but the
rewands are faster skill advancement and higher stalistics.

A Note On Marching Ovder

Marching order is very simple, but it is also critical to gel it right. Fighters go in front, spell-casters
and archers behind them. Although you are going to move people around a bit fo develop abili-
ties, Ehis is the basic pattern you want.

While developing all the characters in the party is important, it is also necessary to remember
the brutal fact that those with the Hit Points survive combat better and travel in front most often.

Sundamental Principles of Combat

The rule of combal | like best is “when in doubl, run away.” [t has always worked for me, and |
see no need fo change it. Oh, yea verily, there are those who would heap disparaging comments
an me for such an attitude, but | think it wise to always keep the idea of retreat foremost in

my mind,

Look closely at the wrinkles in my eyes, my well developed ale-guf; these things are the signs

of an old adventurer. I you want to get 1o be an old adventurer, you leam to run away whenever
the oppertunity presents itself.

You see, monsters don't rest well. Thedr insomnia is caused by all the evil deeds they commit
or some such problem. They just can't get a good night's sleep. Now;, | don't sleep so well, either
but that is due to the gout, another matter entirely.
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Se you attack the enemy, drain them down a bit and then, in the tradition of greal cowands
everywhere, run away. Don't let your pride stop you. Tum tail and run. The monsters, instead of
tending to their physical wounds, will have a greal party over their viclory and generally drink oo
much and have wrestling contests and all the silly things monsters do when they think they have
won a baitle.

You, on the other hand, get a good night's sleep. In the moming you will feel much better.
And the monsters! They will all be mean and hung over, and generally won't feel any better than
when you left them. Go back and wipe up the ground with them. All those yokels who were
launting you with catcalls the night before will think baice when you come info lewn the next
day with a few demon skulls adorning your armor.

Death and Other Minor Annoyances

Adbventuring, being a wet, cold, and generally disagrecable occupation, is full of annoyances.
One of the biggest is dying. While it isn't quite as annoying as cracklebugs in your boots, it is
much maore vexing than, say, cold rations. Hence, it is a good thing for you and your parly mem-
bers to avoid until you are forced info it. The good news is that all party members can be resurect-
ed as long as at least one party member sundves.

Mot to say that it is a big problem. While | comvinced my party leader, Tanic, that it was only
through my great magickal powers that the memberz of the party could be resumected on the altar
near the sleeping chambers, the real fact of the matler is that if you Ly the remains of any dead
party member on the altar, biff, bang, boom — there they are, back up and around as if nothing
happened. Then they have to take that unmerciful ribbing from everyone else in the party. You
know the kind of thing. "Oh, pretly spry for a dead guy,” or, “Well, sleeping beauty's up and
around again, is hel” Thal sort of abuse.

Mobody likes fo take that. “You don't start adventuring to look like a goof who can't even stay
in one piece do youl Mo, of course nol. You adveniure to look good, get the girls, and all that.
And, more of a problem, once you have made some progress, it gets fo be a real drag hauling back
some dead carcass halfway across the realm to get resurmected.

The moral of the story! Walch your party carefully for damage, and avoid a ﬁgh-l swhen some
of your members are near death.

| am positively parched. Explaining all this is thirsty work. Barkeep! Ancther round here,

Mow, where was I Ah, yes, magick. Quite frankly | am simply astounded at how L the
mage’s guild is here. Yea, they take your dues, make you learn the stupid secret handshake and
signs, but they don't teach you the spells.

But never fear. | will tell you everything you need fo know aboul the ways of mana and magic.
Every spell, every magickal item. And ence we are done, you will be able to use authority when
dealing with all the magickal matters you might un across. Who knows, after you seftle down from
adventuring you might make some extra money doing small shows and bisthday parties.

Spells
Leamning your spells is the most imporiant thing you can do to prepare for the jouney. Given, there
are all marmer of magickal aids oul there, but money is hard to come by, and thieves and ofher obsta-
cles can separate you from your ifems. A good spell, however never leaves you and cannet be stolen.

Driest Spells

Priest spells are mainly of the profection and healing variety. While not in some ways as handy dur-
ing adventuring as the incantations for the wizards, these speils, when properly used, are still a great
boon fo your party.
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YA Stamina Potion
The stamina pofion, surprisingly, raises the stamina
of the imbiber. This is important for helping out
after an extremely exhausting retreat ar for providing
sustenance should the party run out of food.

YA IR Party Shield
This spefl protects from attacks by nommal weapons.

If you are sumounded and your spell-casters are
lightly armored, this spell can be the difierence
between life and death for the wizards and priesis.

YA IR DAIN Shield Potion

Shield potions give defense against normal weapons
for one who drinks iL.

YA BRO DAIN Wisdom Potion
A potion that increases the wisdom, this will help
considerably with the casting of speils.

YA BRO NETA Vitality Pofion
A vitality booster. \When the vitality is improved, it
will assist with healing and recovery of stamina.

V1 Health
This potion gives health to a damaged hero, I is the
only way to heal a champion’s wounds. This spell is
used a great deal, 50 focus your practice on it
Vi ERO Cure Poison

A quick cure-poison potion can save a hero from
lingering death by poison. Use one of these as
quickly as possible on a potsoned characlex

OH EW KU Aura of Strength
This aura increases the strength of all members of
the party.

OH EW ROS Awra of Dexterity
This aura increases the dexterity of all party mem-
bers. Combined with the Aura of Strensth, it will
make the party a fearsome fighting unit, indeed.

OH EW NETA Aura of Vitality
This spell produces an aura around the party that
increases the vitality of all of your heroes.

OH BRO ROS Dexterity Potion
This potion increazes the dexderity of a hero who

The Guard Minion, as we will discuss in a few
moments, i probably the sngle moest important
gpell in the world. This spell creates a Guard
Minion who will altadk any hoestile creatures thal
come neear it. At higher levels, this creature is quite
a forve to be dealt with.

Z0 BRO RA Mana Potion
This spell creates a potion that gives mana back fo
the caster. The amount of mana regatned is less than
half of that required fo create the potion. However
this spell is pood to wse at the end of a day to aeale
a “mana battery” for later use during hander times.

Working this incantation produces a short-dived
shield that will reflect all spells back at their casfer
Having a problem petting that pesky numen slaffl
This is just the spell for that kind of work. [f we had
used this one when fighting Dragoth during our
gloriows and berole, er thrashing, well, things might
have turned out a bit differenthy:

st thils spell quickly, it can provide a party with a
quick respite during combat.
OH EW SAR Invisibility
Irrvisibility causes the party to fade from normal
vision, VWhile this epell terds to lend itself bo all sors
of great meaky things done in combat, don't forget
that some monsters reby on sl or infrared Lighl 1o
traack their prey and will not be focled.
OH KATH K Push
This spell strply pushes a creature or object one
sgudre hack from the party: It can push more weight
the higher kevel at which the spell is cast,

OH KATH ROS Pull

This spell has the oppasite effect of Push: It moves a
wrealure of object one square away from the party fo
you.

This is one of those spells thal gives us sorcererz a
greal reputiation. /A bolt of lighting fies from the
fingertips of the caster and keeps going until it evap-
oxales or hits something and explodes.

Many
iterns will allow the user to cast spells either off of their mana or off of the item’s mana, a particularly
useful ability for these times when mana might be running a bit low but the monsters aren t.
However, conserving an item's mana as much as possible is abways a good choice, since very few
ftemns can be rechanged.

‘What follows is a list of those items with magickal properfies, broken dovwn into armer,
weapons, and general itemns. Mote that while many items of armor provide their prolection by being
magickal in nature, only those iterns that have a spell effect or that give unnatural bonuses to their
wearer are listed here.

Advanced Use of Magick

There is very litfle to really remember about the proper use of magick. Now that you know the
available spells and magickal flems, most things are pretty self-explanatory. | guess you probably
think you are ready to just leap up and go out fighting, right!

Whong! See there, this is why wizands are superior to the rest of you, we think things out more
thoroughly.

Let go of my robes.

Choke, gasp.

Okay, | take it back.

Ahem. If you are going to be that way about it then, | guess | will just get right to the point.
All the spells are well and good, but in real life ninety percent of the spells you are going to be cast-
ing are Fireball, Accelerate, Health Potion and Cruard Minion.

Fireballs are one of the most consistent monster slayers in the grimore. Having one of these
ready at every encounter just makes good sense. Very few monsters are able 1o take a good fireball,
misch less a few fireballs.

Accelerate gives your fighters the jump-start they need to really hammer on any foes.
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The Health Potion is pretty obviows. Mo matter how swift you are with the firdballs and
Avrelerate, you are going fo take some damage.

| Nearby, a thief is prowling about and is likely to steal a couple of your
items, so grab the shield and use it to teleport back to the shop area as
quickly as possible. Unfortunately, deing so brings another thief into
the shop area with you, but he won't enter the shops for fear of the
guards. Sell the fairy cushions and any other unused items for cash,
buy better equipment, and heal up. Go out and stay the thief since only
one ever comes to this area, and remeémber that he puts items stelen in
this area at 1L.

Stepping into the but-
ton alcove again closes all the gates, To prevent having to deal with the gates
again, move into the alcove one of the tall braziers, which won't trip the floor
trigger and blocks entry.
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Go back and collect the other items in the niche and behind the false wall.

When the smaller room is empty, start casting or activating as many Guard
Minions as possible in the room, the more powerful the betier. Assuming the
room is still without Vexirk, go back to where you stood previousiy and get
some sleep for mana and more minions, because when the fireworks start, the
outer gate closes, Avoid the Yexirk with the staff at ali costs because its burst
of three fireballs can kill Champions quickly. Move around behind your minions
to spread out their attacks, replace destroyed minlons as necessary, and soon
| all the Vexirk will perish.

i Now you get to play with the Vexirk cauldron. Firsl, grab the Numen staff
and put it in the Numen cauldron. Poof, it's recharged, making it the most valu-
able weapon by far, not 1o mention the +40 mana it provides. Hexi, get all the
items from the surrounding niches, and place them in the pot as well. Poof, poof
— you've made two more ifems: a serpent stafi and the sword Blue Steale.
Serpent staves, as the scroll directs, require a normal staff and a mana hlos-
som. You can make as many of these as you have the supplies for. The Blue
Stesale used up the meteor metal sword blank, a red gem, a gold coin, and a i
spirit cap.

With the Numen staff, both the gate and the door open up. Beyond the door is a
pressure plate that very briefly opens the next door. Fortunately, this trigger responds
to items dropped on it. Break out the minion map again, stand on the plate, and set an
“K" here, Walk over to the closed door, drop any em fike a coin that won't be missed,
and sefect the map icon depicting a minion moving foward the “X”. The minion then
drops the item on the plate, allowing you to sfip inside the door before it closes.
Inside is a button on the door to open it permanentiy, assuming the item remains on
the pressure plate,

The hall with the tech eyes Is a deadly place indeed, because while the eyes are
active, numerous huge fireballs wind their way down to incinerate everything in their
path. So the simple solution is to disarm the tech eyes. Activate the scout map, and
select the ROS enhancement to reveal false walls. The closest one al 10B also has a
small, barely noficeable switch nearby that removes an otherwise solid wall section
to allow access to yet another eye. Dovim the fireball hall is the second false wall,
which leads to other small areas with more false walls and access to the other two
tech eyes from behind, as weli as to a niche containing a helm. Once the cover plates
and eyes are removed, the fireball hall is safe to travel to the next section.

Iin this open area you'H find a fountain, a niche with a large gear and the Eye of
Time, and even more false walls behind which are many niches with armmor items and
a teleport pad. Take this opportunity to port back to town and sell the items you don't
need. If you have the exira cash, buy a vacuum fuse and four large gears from the
axeman weapon shop — they will come in very hamdy soon. Port back, and walk up
o the door near the niche. This is the first in a series of four doors that all require a
large gear to open. Normally with the one gear provided in the niche you have to put
in the gear, open the door, take the gear out, and move on to the next door before it

for quick movement saves time and lgaves the doors unlocked in case you need to
travel through again, The ladder down in this area is the way back up if you should
happen to fall in a pit on the way. And i you lost the single gear deing 50, another
one appears in the niche to let yon try again.

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nccasionally, and a strange Roating chest. The guards will take the many slayer amows

from the two niches at 17.J and 175 to fire at you, 50 run and grab them first.

| The chest in the center of the room will produce a vacuum fuse if you Kill it with

fireballs, but it seems to knows your intentions and evades skiltfully, moving as far from you

as possible as you chase it about. Hence, the purpese of burying a fuse from the axeman

wezpan shop to save you the trouble of running dowen the chest and killing it with fireballs.

The small, unlocked, reom to the north, with pressure plates that releasa fireballs, was
probably meant to bring down the chest, but this method ends up killing more party mem-
bare than anything. Either way, thers are two tdoors that require unbocking in this large area,
The one to the far west, 171, takes a vacuum fuse, which opens a small room containing a
master key and ftems in niches behind false walls. Here you will also notice a raised ladder,
which the master key won't unlock.

The other locked door at 17F reguires both a large gear and the master key to open. A
large gear is provided in a miche o the southwest, if you don’t have any exiras. Past this
door Is a comidor that leads to a lever puzzle, and past that a door requiring the master key '
again, 50 get it from the lock at 17E. |

After going through the door, you will find yourself at Map 18 facing a fiendish looking |
puzde. But what first appears as a complicated and frusirafing trial-and-emor purzde is
actually deceptively simple: The scout map on the fioor here adids to the mystery, implying
that it must be used when actually it isnt necessary. Go o each of the levers, toagle each
at least a couple of times, and leave them all in the up position, This opens all the doors
necessary 1o reach the pump room. On the way, abuse the large barveis with spells or
weapons to break them open and retrieve the items within. The scout map does come in
handy to navigate the twisting passages, but the minion need not be activated, The raised
ladder at 18N, lowered with the nearby lever, leads down to the fireball hall area near the
Numen. So f you need to recharge the Numen staff, do so now and retumn. After acquiring
all the items from the barrels, open the pump room door at 180 with the master key. Inside
there are several menial tasks to perform; Dispatch the waiting enemy minions if there ars
any, place a vacuum fuse in the appropriate slot al 18P, lower the ladder to the boiler room,
activate the pumps by pulling the nearby levers and grab the Cross key from the niche.

Don't forget to retrieve the master key, for, as its name implies, it is used several times.

. Up the ladder is a room full of regular tables. As usual, there is an easy way and
2 hard way to get past: You can skillfully maneuver them around like a sliding
number puzzle, which takes much time and patierce but is possible, or simply
destroy them. Move one table in front of the ladder, stand back near the window,
and splinter it with fireballs by detonating them on the wall directly behind it.
Easier still is the hack-and-slash method with weapons.

Next is a truly frustrating puzzle with no easy solution: rams heads moving in |
and out of the walls, trying to push you into the many pits. There are several
paths through the maze but all require the Accelerate spell and timing. Watch the
- rams carefully. You will notice that they tend to move slower when starting to

move out, and again when returning to their starting position in the wall. The _
| trick to getting past each of them is waiting until the in-stroke when it is almost
back to the wall, then running past. If the ram is extended at any point, even
starting to move back in, the ram forces you into a pit requiring you to go back

up the Cross key ladder and start again. Timing is essential, and, as previously
mentioned, there is no set path or easy method to get by. Surveying the maze
with a scout minion helps somewhat, but it also gets pushed around a lot. By the
time you reach the hallway leading to Map 20, the decision is yours whether to
brave a couple more rams to reach fables with minions on them at 191, M, and N, -
but *no” comes to mind. In the next room, which is on Map 20, are two mobile
teleport fields. Depending on where you are when one hits you, you will be

. moved to nearby positions, usually where you don't really want fo go. Gne of the

. fields places you facing a pit, so if you happened to be moving forward after the
teleport, you fall in — requiring you to navigate the ram maze yet again. The
honorable schition is to tread carefully by monitoring the fields with a map and
avoiding them to get where you need to go.

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The dishonorable {but mere entertaining) selution is to again monitor them
with a map, and run quickly from the enfrance hall north into the reflector room
where you can push the reflectors out and hlock the teleport fields. This will trap
both of them into a corner since, they can’t teleport or move into a space with a
large ohstacle. In order to accomplish this trap, you'll need all five reflectors, so it
is time to solve the reflector puzzie.

Again, thers is an honorable and a dishonorable methoed: the former eatails
moving and angling the reflectors about, by hand and with levers, so that when a
fireball is fired northward with the pressure plate ai 20M, it hounces all the way
around the room and strikes its point of origin to remove the pits. This requires
the center reflector to be moved while the fireball flies around.

As usual, the dishonorahle method is much easier. Which it should be, or it
wouldn't he the dishonorable method, now would it? Simply keep the scout map
active, and play with the levers until the center and one of the side reflectors on
the other side of the pits is angled to allow you ta cast your own fireball north to
strike the target with only two reflectors. Once the pils are gone, move the
reflectors one at a time into the teleporter field room, restricting their movement

“until you can walk around the edge of the room without dealing with them at all.

. Finishing the level now requires anly menial tasks. The gate in the reflector room
i at 200 appears locked, but in fact yields to a few fireballs, allowing entry and
acquisition of quality armor. The door on the other side of the teleporter field room
at 206 is indeed locked, and opening it requires the scout map. Activate a scout
minion and move it to the space in the center of the tour pits nearby. Get a copper
coin and throw it at the minion. The coin will bounce off the minion and land
neatly on the pressure plate beneath it, remaoving three of the pits and unlocking
the door.
. Inside is more armor and a Fury. Grab the hombs from the niches in the tele-
port room.

Moving west on Map 21 beyond the ladder brings you 1o the “‘control” room, with vari-
ous gauges depicling the activity, or tack thereof, of all the devices in the Keep. Don't
te surprised if the boiler is inactive, because by now enemy guard minions have
biocked the fumace in the catacombs agaln. The locked door at 21B requires the Onyx
key to open it. To the north is the last telepart pad, allowing a trip to the outside for

| supplies. Further to the west is a hallway lined with lightning rods, with bursts of
deadly lightning arcing between them. The situation looks more than a Iittle grim.

Activate a map, cast accelerate, and waich the arcs for a pause that allows you to
move through the hall. On the other side at 21K 15 a knife switch, which deactivates
the lightning, and an odd circle on the floor. Beyond this circle is a niche containing
two keys, both of which you need. However, only one of these keys is removable at a
time. But, beware! The circle is a trap that, when activated, sucks everything into it,
capturing the party in a most unpleasant way.

First, get the Dnyx key at 21M. Get only the Onyx key: if you pick up the Skuli key
first, put it hack and click the pointer divectly on the other one. Take this key 1o the
locked door at 21B and open it. The door stays open only while the key is in the lock,
50 leave it in and enter,

Moving on to Map 22, you will find that the area only has one inhabitant, an enemy
attack minion, that you muest kill. Now, you have two choices to activate the crystal
device. Bet you can’t guess what they are. Well, surprisingly, they are the honorahle ,
way, and the dishonorable way. |

|

The honorable way requires a lot of walking and is the only 100 percent reliable |
solution, so it shall be covered first. Before emiering the crystal chamber, lower the
nearby ladder at 224 with the lever beside it, but den't climb down, Go back to the
| control room and get the Onyx key from the lock. Take the key back to the niche, being
| very careful to replace it before getling the Skull key. Take the Skull key back down the
" ladder 1o the reflector room, go out imlo the teleport field room, and climb the recently
- lowered ladder. Now enter the chamber, move past the central crystal and over to the
. locked gate at 22L.
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teleport field. Ender the field and you find yourself inside the storage room, seemingly
trapped. Fortunately the reflectors in the room are angled to allow the destruction of a
table by fireballs launched eastward. Once the table is splintered, move the tall brazier
inte the space provided and hack the other table to bits. Now, open the gate from the
inside and move the refleciors one at a time out into the crystal chamber.

On ihe floor are fwo roend grates which mark the proper position of the two
¢ reflectors. Now all that remains is to activate the variows devices in the room. Thesa
devices feed huge amounts of power through the crystal, opening a dimensional portal.
First, enter the short hallway to the south of the crystal and pull the knife switch, then
grab the attack minion on the floor. Next, walk out and pull the other knife switches,
being careful to stand against the wall because pulling the switches releases a con-
stant stream of deadiy fireballs northwward, where the reflectors angle them directly nto
the crystai. It is safe to walk around the edge of the room to the last device on the north
! side of the room, where the switch is inside an alcove. The Fghining rod aimed at the
| erystal is powered by the boiler far below, so if the lighining rod doesn’t work you'l
' have to trudge all the way down to the catacombs, take out the enemy guard minion
blocking the furmace, and throw pyros into the fumace yourself because the rockies
. appear to be muiling about, dumbfounded. Tradge all the way back up and throw the
final switch, sending lightning bolts and fireballs at once at the crystal, which finally
opens the dimensional portal where Dragoth awaits.

How for the dishonorable method: Forget fooling with the skull key or boilers and
such, simply open the outer door with the Onyx key, walk straight in, throw all four
switches in the room, whether they work or not, step inside the short hall south of the
crystal, and turn north to face the crystal. Wield the almighty Numen staff and fire a
burst of three small firebalis at it, then guickly tum around to watch with childizsh
pride as the portal opens for you. Apparently the condition for opening the portal is
having all the knife switches pulled down and three separaie spell attacks sirike the
crystal at once, because you can go to the trouble of setting up the reflectors and
fireballs, then simply hit the crystal with a cast lightning bolt rather than fooling with
tire boiler. The tight burst of three fireballs from the Homen staff is enough to satisty
this condition.

Opticnal: The ladder up in the crystal chamber leads to the rooftop, where several

archer guards are breathlessly anticipating your arrival. Avoid satisfying their base

heal himself, but it is better to be safe than sorry. Go back in to finish him as
