& The Maps section helps you find your way around Guybrush’s comer of the Olde
Caribbean. The island charts help you make sure that you haven't missed any important
locations. You can also find a map of the Dinky Island Underground here.

& The Useful Objects list is a list of all the Useful Objects to be found throughout the
game. We also tell you where to find them, and how to use them. This list alone
contains solutions to most of the puzzles in the game, so don’t spend too much time
reading through it if you really intend to solve some of the puzzles on your own.

& A good part of this book is taken up by Volume Il of the Memoirs of Guybrush
Threepwood, a ponderous tome that has questionable literary value, but may be helpful if
you want to move through the game quickly, or prop up the end of your coffee table.
Exhaustive as this walk-through appears, it won't show you everything in the entire
game, but you'll still get to see all of the nifty puzzles and graphics. The walk-through
corresponds to the Regular play level.
